1. Jim Lee, Chairperson, called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m. 

 

2.  Agenda was amended and approved to reflect: 

 The Official Plan amendments slated for 2009 

  Saving Rural Schools 

 Canada Day Application for 2009 celebration.  

 The changes to the Agenda were approved by Peter Vriends and seconded by Ken Hubley.  

 

3. Planning Issues:  Glenn Roberts, Development Officer 

 In four years, there have been 130 building permits issued up until the end of 2008.   

 Review of Cecil MacLaughlan’s subdivision application revealed the plan for 10 lots located on Route 

25 in the North Shore.  Drawings revealed that these lots are located in an Agricultural Zone where 

only 4 lots may be severed from a parcel of land.  Council did grant preliminary approval for the 

applicant to sever four lots and subject to the following: 

o Submission of six copies of a certified survey plan showing pinned boundaries 

o Payment of $105 for subdivision application fee 

  Approval of the four lots was motioned by Peter Vriends and seconded by Glen Metcalfe.  

  Rezoning of the property is an option for the applicant to pursue future development.  

 An application was received from Keir and Kerry Costain. on Beaver Run Road. The Costain’s are 

requesting final approval to subdivide 3 lots located on Beaver Run Road.  Council has granted final 
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approval of two lots #37 and #44 subject to the submission of 6 copies of certified survey plan and 

payment of the application fee.   Peter Vriends motioned that Lots 37 and 44 be awarded final 

approval by Council and this motion was seconded by Glen Metcalfe.  Final approval of the 

proposed open area parcel is withheld at this time until deliberation has taken place on future 

development of the balance.  Motion Carried.  

Rezoning of the property may be a consideration for the owner for the purpose of future residential 

development.  

 The last issue involves Steven Shaw’s application to move the formerly approved roadway, Neil’s 

Lane, moved from its approved location to another location.  Council was in the opinion that the 

placement of Neil’s Lane to the proposed location would negatively impact adjacent property 

owners.  Council is prepared to grant final approval of this application pending submission of the 

following: 

o A copy of a written agreement with landowners affected by the moving of the roadway 

o Six copies of a certified survey plan and payment of $105 for subdivision application fee 

Peter Vriends motioned to accept these terms of the Shaw application for the relocation of Neil’s Lane and  

this motion was seconded by Vern Smitheram.  Motion Carried.

Council has deliberated on the budget for 2009. Glen Metcalfe motioned for Council to provide $900 to 

the Fire Department for the three new uniforms required for the new Fire Department members.  This

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7. Committee Reports: 

7.1 Water Study:   Ken Hubley, Planning and Water/Sewer Study Committee Chair 

 The Field Superintendant has responded to Council’s request regarding the potential use of Parks 

Canada land for the Stanhope Peninsula Central Water Project if the need arose in the community.  The 

Field Superintendent has stated that Parks Canada is not in the position to render a decision at this time 

and that additional information is required.   Parks Canada is willing to discuss the proposed project 

further but that they will need a comprehensive project description made available to them before a 

final decision could be made.   

 Advisory board is seeking representation from Covehead and West Covehead since the scope of the 

Water Study has been broadened to include these areas of the Municipality.  Councillors of these areas 

have been approached to recommend individuals who could add valuable insight to the advisory board 

from these North Shore communities.  

 The Capacity Building Fund Grant has been approved in the amount of $50,000. The Request for 

Proposals has been issued and to date there has been response from six companies:  CBCL, Coles and 

Associates, Delcom Limited, Engineering Technologies Canada, Jacques Whitford Limited, and ADI 

Limited.  The tender closes on February 16
th

, 2009. RFP closes and tender will be rewarded on March 1
st
, 

2009.  In mid March, the community will be notified.   

  

7.2 Community Centre:   Albert Ready, Co-Chair Community Centre 

 The Generator has arrived and will be serviced this week. The Energy Audit conducted on the North 

Shore Community Centre has been completed.  The Insurance policy is being reviewed.  Liability 

Insurance for Directors is being reviewed.  

 The accountant for the North Shore Community Council was consulted concerning the feasibility of 

Council undertaking the financial commitment to support the Community Centre Expansion.  After the 

review of financial statements and financial projections, it was deemed feasible to move forward with

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3.0 Annual Precipitation/Population Projection
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Of the 13.5" of annual precipitation that recharges the groundwater table, the Province
currently allows 50% (6.75") to be extracted for domestic water consumption and the
other 50% (6.75") is intended to maintain stream flows and the environment.

Applying 6.75" of the annual recharge to the 524 acres of privately owned lands

produces 80,000,000 IG of water available for domestic use. Allowing 50 IG/personlday
for normal domestic consumption and assuming none of that water was recycled for
groundwater recharge, the 80,000,000 IGwould support a year round population of

approximately 4,400 persons without lowering the groundwater table.

Spreading the 4,400 persons over the 524 acres ofland outside the National Park

boundary, produces a population density of 8+ persons per acre. The 8 persons per acre
could comprise, for example, 2.5 homes per acre and 3.2 persons per home, which would

not be out of line with urban residential development. For purposes of developing a
central water system sizing, the study will be based on an ultimate population of 4,400
persons.

In terms of growth, it's noted that 19 properties have become year-round in the last 12
years, which averages 1.6 new additions per year. At that rate, it would take a very long

time before the 464 seasonal and undeveloped properties would ever be fully developed.
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
